Å>74 require a referral 

ÅHigh risk age 30-69 ς 
special referral form 

üconfirmed BRCA carrier 

üFirst degree relative 

ü>25% risk (geneticist) 

üRadiation therapy to chest 
> 8 years ago and when

Cervical Cancer 

Å In Ontario, about 610 women will be diagnosed  

Å 40%: regularly screened ς lower grade 

Å 60%: under- or never-screened ς higher grade 

Å Usually slow progression ς 10 years 
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2012 Cervical Screening Guidelines 

ÅScreening Age 21 to 70 
every 3 years 

ÅSpecific populations: 

ÅLGBTQ / Pregnancy / 
HPV+ / HIV 
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How should I screen women following 
exit from Colposcopy? 
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Result Follow-Up 

CIN 2 or 3  Annual Paps 

HR-HPV DNA Positive 
(Regardless of cytology) AnnualPaps 

LSIL/ASCUS, No Lesion No right answer 
Reasonable: Annual x 3,      
then triennial 

Biopsy Proven CIN 1 No right answer 
Annual Paps if HPV unknown is 
appropriate. 



Other Pap Abnormalities 

ÅAbsent Transformation Zone ς Not an 
indication for repeat testing. 
 

ÅUnsatisfactory ς repeat in 3 months.  After 2, 
refer for colposcopy. 
 

ÅEndometrial Cells ς Over 40 and not consistent 
with period, perform or refer for endometrial 
sampling  (increased risk of endometrial 
hyperplasia/cancer) 
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What about HPV testing? 

ÅNot funded and funding unlikely this year 

ÅStill need PAP test.
